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    Can you believe it is already May?! Wow! 
The show is coming up fast! Classes are 
done with their dances or finishing them 
up, and the show is really taking shape. I 
can say with all confidence, it is going to be 
a blast!    
    Class attendance is extremely important 
right now! Remember that according to the 
attendance policy, you are only allowed to 
miss one class per number of days you prac-
tice each dance. So if you have one class a 
week that you practice a specific dance, you 
should only miss a maximum of one of 
those classes for the whole time we are 
practicing for the show. Please also note 
that leaving early is not ok. This is often 
when we are learning and perfecting our 
choreography. Even if your dancer is done 
learning their dance, it is still crucial for 
them to be present. Not only is it important 
for them to perfect their own dancing, but 
dance is really a group art form. They need 

to get comfortable moving with the rest of 
the class, and that can only be done in 
class. We know it is not always easy to get 
here, and we really do appreciate you all 
making it happen! 
    The All Cast Rehearsals are also ap-
proaching fast! Please remember that 
these are not optional. These two dates are 
the only times before the dress rehearsal 
where the dancers get to practice together 
as a whole. There are always lots of little 
problems to be worked out, and it is hard 
to see them and fix them if there are holes 
where students are missing. 
    The same goes for the spacing rehearsal. 
Please have your dancer present for their 
time slot, so we can get through spacing as 
quickly as possible. We want everyone to 
have time to be well rested for the dress 
and show the next day! Note: See the cal-
endar or note further in this newsletter for 
call times. 

Call Times 
    These times are when we will be starting, 
NOT when you should be arriving. We do 
our best to be on time, but it is extremely 
hard with 250+ students. Thank you so 
much for your patience and flexibility! The 
best thing you can do to help us be punc-
tual is to be on time, ready to dance. Thank 
you so much! 
All Cast Rehearsals: 
For the All Casts we will be counting the 1st 
act as everything through mermaids, and 
the 2nd as everything after. For the actual 
show, we are not sure yet where the inter-
mission will be, but it should not matter. 
May 21st & June 4th. At ABA. Regular dance 
attire. Act I is at 12:45; Act II is at 3:30.
