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The show is coming up fast! Classes are 

working hard, and the show is really 
taking shape. I can say with all 
confidence, it is going to be a blast!    

    Class attendance is extremely im-
portant right now! Remember that ac-
cording to the attendance policy, you are 
only allowed to miss one class per number 
of days you practice each dance. Please 
also note that leaving early is not ok. This 
is often when we are learning and perfect-
ing our choreography. Even if your dancer 
is done learning their dance, it is still cru-
cial for them to be present. Not only is it 
important for them to perfect their own 
dancing, but dance is really a group art  

 
 
 

form. They need to get comfortable moving 
with the rest of the class, and that can only be 
done in class. We know it is not always easy 
to get here, and we really do appreciate you 
all making it happen! 
    The All Cast Rehearsals are also approach-
ing fast! Please remember that these are not 
optional. These two dates are the only times 
before the dress rehearsal where the dancers 
get to practice together as a whole.  
    The same goes for the spacing rehearsal. 
Please have your dancer present for their time 
slot, so we can get through spacing as quickly 
as possible. We want everyone to have time to 
be well rested for the dress and show the next 
day! Note: See the calendar or note further in 
this newsletter for call times. 

All Casts and Costumes 

    All cast rehearsals are coming up fast! 
We break All Casts down by act. Act I 
will start at 12:30pm, and Act II will begin 
at 3:00pm. The list of which class is in 
each act is listed in the box on the side of 
this page. Please no food in the studio, so 
send dancers well fed, and with plenty of 
water! We will be posting on our 
Facebook page, if we are running late 
going into Act II.     

If you are not a class coordinator for the 
all cast, please do not plan on staying 
with your dancer at the studio. There is 
simply not enough room for everyone, 
and it slows down our pick up and drop 
off times. Please check your child in with 
their class coordinators, leaving a 
number where you can be reached. 
When it is getting close to the time that 
your student will be released, you will 
receive a call or text from their class 
coordinator, asking you to head over to 
the studio. The coordinator will bring the  

 

entire class out of the rehearsal space, and 
then you will need to check out your dancer 
with them. They will give you a ticket that 
you will need to hand to the attendant at the 
door, in order to leave the studio with your 
child. We know this can be inconvenient, 
but it is for the safety of our dancers. Thank 
you for your cooperation! 

    Only those volunteering at the all cast will 
be able to park in the ABA Lot. All others 
will need to park on a side street, or in one 
of the two lots we are authorized to use. One 
lot is at Highland Elementary, and the other 
is the detached lot, west of the LDS Church 
on Madison. Please see the instructions 
on the Billboard by the downstairs 
studio. 

    Costumes are coming along nicely! 
Costume prices and info will be listed on the 
board downstairs by the middle of the 
month. Annie does her best to keep costume 
prices reasonable. The average price is 
around $30. Fees are due by June 1st.
