Please no food in the studio, so
send dancers well fed, and with plenty of
water! This year we will be posting on
our Facebook page, if we are running late
going into Act II. We hope this will limit
the amount of time families have to wait
to pick up and drop off their dancers,
and that it will help things run more
smoothly.

If you are not a class coordinator for
the all cast, please do not plan on staying
with your dancer at the studio. There is
simply not enough room for everyone,
and it slows down our pick up and drop
off times. Please check your child in with
their class coordinators, leaving a
number where you can be reached.
When it is getting close to the time that
your student will be released, you will
receive a call or text from their class
